Recently during worship,  I recalled  a BBC report that I  overheard driving to church that 
morning, and how surprised I was at hearing that one of the reasons people [in Europe] didn’t attend 
worship because they didn’t know how to behave. Even though I am very outgoing, I too, at times, am 
intimidated by gatherings of people [often strangers, but not always] and I struggle to make an effort 
to attend this meeting or that discussion for fear of not knowing enough about the subject matter. I 
have passed on many opportunities to change my mind or heart on a particular subject as a result. I 
suffer with regret and all too often speak about the missed opportunity as merely sour grapes. I 
should know better.

A few weeks from now we begin a study of the Gospel of Mark.  I would like to invite all of you 
to join us during the education hour [9:30] in the fellowship hall. Our intention is to move our focus 
toward reading, discerning and then discussing with one another what we discover. There is no expec-
tation of  knowledge of the Gospel of Mark, only that you come and share what you find.

Our intention to study the Bible is, in one sense, an effort in response to the call from the  
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America to, 

“That the whole church become more fluent in the first language of faith, the 
language of Scripture, in order that we live into our calling as a people re-
newed, enlivened, empowered, and sent by the Word.”

Another reason is a response by others to study the Bible in a measured and continuous setting 
in the form of adult education. It is our intention to make an effort to meet and excel in both of these 
areas, but not without your attention or participation. We hope to see you join in what looks to be a 
lively discussion and faith journey.
