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 Volunteer and Donation Opportunities 
 
ñEmergency Shelter Shift Volunteersò - Please consider giving us just 4 hours of 
your time once each month. Shift 1 ï (6:00pm to 11:00pm); Shift 2 (10:45pm to 
3:00am) and Shift 3 (2:45am to 7:00am). Second and Third shifts sound like killers, 
but remember ð it is only once a month. Four hours of your time once each month 
will assure us that we can keep PADS shelters open. Without volunteers, there are 
no shelters.  
 
ñAdopt a Roomò - Volunteers are needed to provide materials to decorate a Families 
First childôs room as they move into their new home! Painting the room is out of the 
picture, but wall decals, bedding, decorative storage options, lamps, creativity and a 
little hard work would make the children feel at home in their new place.  
 
ñBirthday Cakes for Kidsò - Volunteers are needed to provide a birthday cake for 
each child in our program on their special day. Our parents do not always have ac-
cess to a kitchen or have extra cash to purchase baking supplies, so these children 
go without a cake on their special day. We would like to put together a team of people 

that could work with us to orchestrate this effort.  
 
ñSock it to Meò team - We would like to provide a clean, dry pair of socks to our guests every day, especially in the 
cold, wet winter months. We need help in two ways. First, we need lots of socks, in all sizes. (White tube socks are the 
best.) If you have a few extra dollars once a month, once a quarter, or once a season, and can purchase socks for our 
program that would be a big help. Just drop them off at the day site whenever you are in the area.  
Second, thereôs no reason a good pair of socks should only be worn once. If you have time to wash one load of socks 
once a week or once a month and return them to the designated shelter, our supply of socks would never run out.  
 
Canôt drive, but want to help? We need callers. These are volunteers that make reminder phone calls to our shift 
volunteers. If you have the time and a phone, we really need your help. 
  
Laundry Assistance ï Need volunteers to pick up the bag of soiled laundry at the shelter site by 7:00am and take it to 
the launderer. South tier laundry is at South Suburban Hospital. North tier laundry is at Christ Hospital. Also need vol-
unteers to pick up clean laundry from launderer and return it to sites. 
 
Transport Box ï Need volunteers to pick up the CIS Box which transports all shelter required documents and tools 
and take the CIS Box to a designated shelter. In like fashion, need volunteers to pick up the transport box next morning 
by 7:00am for return to PADS.  
 
Love to cook but no one to feed! - We are in need of additional cook teams for our shelters. Quantity of food varies 
depending on the specific site, but range from 30 ï 65 very hungry adults. So, grab your neighbors or a few close 
friends, and youôre on your way to becoming a cook team for the program.  
 
PADS Daytime needs several volunteers to open the PADS Daytime facility at 6:00am so that guests may enter and 
take showers. Volunteer will work from 6:30am to 9:00am when office opens. Duties include opening the facility, mak-
ing coffee, and ensuring shower schedule is adhered to. This is at our Chicago Heights office only.  
 
Hit the jackpot and buying new furniture ï donôt forget PADS when trying to find a home for your no longer needed 
furniture. We need furniture every time we move a guest into housing. Bedframes, dressers, nightstands, couches, 
chairs, kitchen/dining tables and chairs, lamps, TV stands, etc. We need furniture for every type of room. We also need 
appliances: stoves, refrigerators, microwaves, etc. 
  
A place for your gently used no longer needed clothing, shoes, jewelry, and small household items. Take them 
to Spree, located at 151st Street and LaGrange Road in Orland Park, and tell the attendant that these are being donat-
ed on behalf of South Suburban PADS. When you do that we get credit for the donation and receive a check at the end 
of the month. These funds are used in support of our supportive services for guests in the Daytime program.
